Invitation to become a member of the NCLB Title III Consortium during the 2005-2006 School Year

Questar III BETAC invites your district to become a member of the Questar III NCLB Consortium on Technology Integration for LEP and Immigrant Students. Districts with LEP allocations of less than $10,000 must be part of a consortium in order to receive supplementary services. Also, districts with immigrant allocations of $10,000 or more who have a LEP allocation of less than $10,000 must be part of a consortium in order to use the immigrant funds. Allocations for NCLB Title III, Part A LEP and immigrant funds will be posted on the Department’s web site. NCLB Title III, Part A funds, may not be used to supplant state required services for LEP students. Approval for NCLB Title III funds will be contingent upon the receipt and approval of the required 2004-2005 CR Part 154 Comprehensive Plan. 

As part of this year’s NCLB Title III Consortium, Questar III will offer the following 4 components to districts: 

1) regional and in-district professional development on the integration of technology for teachers of LEP and immigrant students; 

2) an in-district after school, summer school, or enrichment program to be provided by district teachers of LEP and immigrant students via technology infused classes;

3) materials’ and software acquisition to support the programs of LEP and immigrant students; and

4) on-going technical assistance and support via a facilitated list-serve.

If you wish to become a member of Questar III NCLB Title III consortium, we ask that you complete the forms listed below. These are attached for your convenience. Please submit these to us no later than August 24, 2004, at 10 Empire State Boulevard, Castleton, NY 12033. 

Please be aware that these forms must also be submitted by your district to the State Education Department as part of the new 2004-2005 Consolidated Application Update of the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001.
